Installation Guidelines

This section will discuss the hardware installation guidelines that the user must follow in
order to properly and safely install this Switch into the appropriate environment.
e Visually inspect the power adapter and see that it is fully secured to both the power
connector, on the Switch, and the electrical outlet that supplies power.
e Install the Switch in a fairly cool and dry place within the acceptable operating
temperature and humidity ranges.
e Install the Switch in a site free from strong electromagnetic field generators such as
motors, vibration, dust, and direct exposure to sunlight.

Installing the Switch without a Rack

This section is used to guide the user through installing the Switch in an area other than a
switch rack. Attach the included rubber feet to the bottom of the Switch. Take note that
there should be marked blocks on the bottom of the Switch to indicate where to attach the
rubber feet. These markings are usually found in each corner on the bottom of the device.
The rubber feet cushion the Switch, protecting the casing from scratches and preventing it
from scratching other surfaces.




Figure 1 — Attaching rubber feet to the Switch

Install the Switch on a sturdy, level surface that can support the weight of the Switch. Do
not place any heavy objects on the Switch. Make sure that there is proper heat dissipation
from and adequate ventilation around the Switch. Leave at least 10 cm (4 inches) of space
at the front, sides, and rear of the Switch for ventilation.

Installing the Switch in a Standard 19" Rack

This section is used to guide the user through installing the Switch into a switch rack. The
Switch can be mounted in a standard 19"(1U) rack using the provided mounting brackets.
Fasten the mounting brackets to the sides of the Switch using the screws provided.

Grounding the Switch

This section describes how to connect the switch to the ground. You must complete this
procedure before powering on the switch.

1. Verify if the switch power is off.

2. Attach the terminal lug ring of the grounding cable to the ground screw opening of the
switch with the grounding screw.

3. Attach the terminal lug ring at the other end of the grounding cable to an appropriate
grounding stud or bolt on the rack where the switch is installed.

4. Verify that the ground connections on the switch and the rack are securely attached.

Power On (DC Power)

Plug the DC power adapter into the power socket of the Switch and into the local power
source outlet.

Power Failure (DC Power)
In the event of a power failure, just as a precaution, unplug the power adapter from the
power outlet. After the power returns, plug the power adapter back into the power outlet.

Management Options
The Switch can be managed with Web User Interface, Telnet or SNMP.
Web User Interface (Web Ul)

After a successful physical installation, you can configure the switch, monitor the LED
panel and display statistics graphically using a Web browser.

You need the following equipment to begin the web configuration of your device:
e APC with a RJ-45 Ethernet connection
e Astandard Ethernet cable



1. Connect the Ethernet cable to any of the ports in front panel of the switch and to the
Ethernet port on the PC.

2. In order to log in the Web Ul, the PC must have an IP address in the same range as the
switch. For example, if the switch has an IP address of 10.90.90.90, the PC should have
an |IP address of 10.x.y.z (where x/y is a number between 0 and 255, z is a number
between 1 and 254) and a subnet mask of 255.0.0.0.

Note: The switch's factory default IP address is 10.90.90.90 with a subnet mask of
255.0.0.0 and a default gateway of 0.0.0.0.

3. Open your Web browser and enter http://10.90.90.90 in the address box.

4. When the logon box appears, enter "admin" for the password and choose the language
of the Web-based management interface. Press OK to enter the main configuration
window.

5. Before entering the Web-based Management, the Smart Wizard will guide you to quickly
configure some functions, such as IP Information, User Account and SNMP Settings. If you
don’t plan to change anything, click Exit to exit the Wizard and enter the Web-based
Management. For a detailed look at the Smart Wizard’s functions, please refer to the
Smart Wizard introduction in the user manual.

Telnet

Users may also access the switch through Telnet using your PC’'s Command Prompt. To
access it from your computer, users must first ensure that a valid connection is made
through the Ethernet port of the Switch and your PC, and then click Start > Programs >
Accessories > Command Prompt on your computer. Once the console window opens,
enter the command telnet 10.90.90.90 (depending on configured IP address) and press
Enter on your keyboard. You should be directed to the opening console screen for the
Command Line Interface of the switch, enter the “admin” for the default user name and
password for the Switch and press the Enter key.

SNMP
The switch can be managed with the D-Link D-View utility or any other SNMP-compatible
console program. The default SNMP Setting is Disabled.
